There were
many fires and explosions in
the city overnight. Once
again, residential buildings,
cars, businesses have been
damaged. Sadly, there are in-
juries."

The post added, "It was a
difficult night for all of
Ukraine -- 250 strike drones,
the absolute majority of
them Iranian "Shaheds,” and
14 ballistic missiles. The
Odesa, Vinnytsia, Sumy,
Kharkiv, Donetsk, Kyiv, Dni-
pro regions suffered dam-
ages. All strikes targeted
civilians. There are fatalities.
My condolences to the
families and loved ones.”

Zelenskyy further empha-
sised that Ukraine has re-
peatedly proposed ceasefires
and called for sanctions
steps from the United States,
Europe, and its allies.

Service, the National Guard of Ukraine.”

Seol: North Korea stands in
its "strongest strategic posi-
tion" in decades, a US intelli-
gence report showed.

The Defense Intelligence
Agency (DIA) under the US

the 2025 Worldwide Threat
Assessment’ that covered a
wide range of security chal-
lenges from North Korea,
China, Russia, Iran, and
other state and non-state ac-
tors.
